Course Objective: The Course module would address the views of the world on India and the reciprocal India views of the World. The uniqueness of conceptualizing and constructing a World view of India is essential in the context of India’s rising power and how the traditional and stagnant views of India have been transforming and are being reconstructed in the context of India’s rise.
India’s prominent regional role and its increasing domain of influence in the Asia-Pacific registered have been acknowledged since the 1980s. Its ascendancy as a pivotal economic power has been seen since the onset of the first decade of the twenty first century. The rise of India has been catalytic to new perceptions of India at the global scale.
The course on India and the World View would analyse and assess how the great powers of the world view and perceive India’s emerging role as a global power in the making. It would also assess the growing influence of India across the globe and its implications for the international security environment.  
Themes

1) The New Balance of Power in the 21st Century and India’s Pivotal Position and Role

The new balance of power in the 21st Century presents a mix of challenge and opportunity for the rise of India and its pivotal role and position. On one hand the emergence of asymmetric conflicts have a serious denting effect; on the other the rise of China as a new hegemonic power has significant implications for the global and regional order in the Asia-Pacific. It would seek to answer a number of questions including India’s role in the new balance of power that has been witnessing the contest between state and non-state actors; the impact of globalization and interdependence on the new balance of power and India’s responses to the emerging global economic, security and governance challenges in the emerging international security environment.
2) Great Power Perceptions and India’s Global Engagement
India’s Global engagement has been a historic reality since independence. India’s global engagement has however varied during its half-century of its existence. From its utopian-ideal formulation of enlightened national interest of non-alignment India has gained in strength in sinews of its economic and strategic power to pursue its strategic autonomy with an assertion. The transformation of India’s strategic perceptions and perceptions of its role has elicited its varied reactions from the Great Powers. What is the range of Great Power perceptions of India; how have they been shaped by India’s changing role and power; what are the patterns of strategic imagery that India evokes and how do Great Powers respond.

3) Foundations of India’s Rise and Grand Strategy
The pivotal session of this course is the study and analysis of India’s Rise and Grand strategy. The patterns of India’s Rise and its foundations of Grand strategy have been the premises of the Great Power perceptions and world view of India. Perceptions of India have ranged from the reluctant power to a great power in the making; to a regional hegemon; a ambiguous power; revisionist power bent on challenging international order while professing scrupulous adherence. How have these varied perceptions been made and what impact has India’s economic rise has on these perceptions

4)  India’s Scientific-Technological Enclaves and Rise to Great Power
India’s scientific-technological strengths and its enclaves have been based on its vast and varied educational and scientific technological capability. India’s economic rise and its strategic strengths are based on the scientific-technological premises of strength. The salient foundations of the scientific technological strengths of India are the sources of India’s strategic imagery and performance and have been viewed as a significant forte` of India. What are the significant foundations of India’s scientific and technological power and how has it contributed to India’s rise; what are the futures of India’s scientific-technological and industrial strengths and how would it contribute to attaining India’s comprehensive national power.

5) The United States perceptions of India as a Great Power
The United States has been India’s single dominant partner whose perceptions of India have crucial economic and strategic importance. The United States has emerged as India’s prominent economic and strategic partner in the post-reform phase of the Indian economy. India-United States economic relations have vastly improved with increased substantive infusion of Foreign Direct Investment, bilateral trade. The United States has reckoned India as the rising power next to China and affirms that India’s democratic credentials for stability, economic growth and order. The United States had openly declared that India has to be enabled for a major power status and has configured its policies and laws to facilitate the enablement of India as a major power in the Asia-Pacific. 
6) The European Union’s perceptions of India as a Great Power
The European Union’s perceptions of India have changed much with the post-Cold war period and the emergence of global terrorism. India-EU trade has significantly improved though India’s trade with the United Kingdom, Germany has been of substantial importance. Europe views India as a rising power with vast economic and scientific technological potential. India-EU trade and economic relations have been the primary area that has shaped European perceptions of India. India is also viewed as the alternate destination for European Foreign Direct Investment to China. A detailed analysis will be done mainly to explore and understand the primary reasons for the European Union’s benign view of India, given its shrill anti-India rhetoric in the aftermath of the 1998 nuclear tests. The questions relating to whether the European Union consider India as an alternate power pole to China in the Asia-Pacific theater would form a major part of the debate.

7) China’s perceptions of India as a Great Power
It would be very useful and important to understand China’s perceptions of India as a Great Power. While it considers India as a major economic power in the rise, it refuses to concede that India is its peer as other international perceptions of India have been shaped. China views India’s strategic capabilities with seriousness and has always focused its energies to contain India while at the same time continuing to engage India in the economic arena. China has weaved an enduring anti-India alliances in South Asia and has built on its favourable economic and infrastructure development initiatives to align with Pakistan, Myanmar and has built commendable access and basing strategies in the Indian Ocean. What are the Chinese perceptions of India in the era of its increased economic cooperation with India; does China view India as strategic competitor or potential partner in the future; how have China’s relations with Pakistan and Myanmar influenced its perceptions of relations with India.
8)  Japan’s perceptions of India as a Great Power
Japan’s relations with India and its imagery of India have undergone substantial transformation since 1998. Japan was one the major powers that was harsh in its condemnation of India for India’s nuclear tests. However the Indian economic performance and the pivotal Indian role in the Indian Ocean have been crucial benchmarks that have changed Japanese perceptions of India. India is viewed by the Japanese economic, business and the diplomatic-strategic community as a democratic partner along with the United States. Japanese perceptions of India’s economic rise have been benign and have viewed it as a positive development to channel its investments in India. What are the premises of the transformation of Japanese perceptions of India as a major power; to what extent have these influences premised on US perceptions of India; how does Japan view India in the context of its rivalry with China.
9) Southeast Asian perceptions of India as a Great Power
India’s engagement with Southeast Asia’s and its reciprocal engagement with India have been recent trends in the 1990s. The regional perception of India has changed much since the earlier decades of the twentieth century. India’s economic performance, regional trade and its keenness to engage with Southeast Asia along with its huge diaspora community has rekindled the India-Southeast Asia interactions. What are the premises of Southeast Asia’s engagement with India and what are the changes in its perceptions of India. How does Southeast Asia view India as a great power vis-à-vis India; what are India’s strategic stakes in the security of the region?
